RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FOREST GROVE
EXPRESSING CONCERNS PERTAINING TO THE PROPOSED BRADWOOD
LANDING AND ASTORIA LIQUEFIED NATURAL GAS TERMINALS AND THE
CONNECTING PIPELINE TO CENTRAL OREGON

BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Forest Grove wishes
express the following concerns pertaining to the proposed liquefied natural gas
terminals on the Columbia River and near Astoria, Oregon, and the pipeline(s)
connecting those terminals with the North-South LNG pipeline in central Oregon.

WHEREAS, building the Bradwood terminal and dredging the Columbia
River for tanker access could endanger the ecological balance of that river; and

WHEREAS, liquefied natural gas (LNG) tankers may have a negative
impact on both the Columbia River and marine traffic, both private and
commercial, on that river; and

WHEREAS, the LNG would be transported from the terminal at Bradwood
Landing, in a 211 mile long, 36 inch diameter underground mainline to
TransCanda's GTN pipeline system northwest of Madras in Wasco County; and

WHEREAS, the construction and continued maintenance of that pipeline
will require an easement across private property using eminent domain; and

WHEREAS, the easement will permanently impact the natural resources
along the pipeline, including plants and animals native to the region, including,
but not limited to, fish resources, the re-establishment of which has been a major
goal of wildlife agencies, both public and private; and

WHEREAS, the proposed pipeline will traverse an area which has
numerous fault lines, raising the possibility of damage through earthquakes, and
the area also is otherwise unstable as indicated by recent landslides closing
highways between the Willamette Valley and the Oregon Coast, through the
Coast Range; and

WHEREAS, the proposed pipeline will traverse an area which contains the
watershed for the City of Forest Grove, and the transmission line for that water to
the City itself, and the proposed LNG pipeline will pose a risk to that water
pipeline and the access to that water for the citizens of the City of Forest Grove,
and others served by the City's Water Bureau; and
